Shortly after our fiscal year started, we 

successfully sold Teresa Village with 

the option to manage the property while we build new 

apartments at the Bob Hope Village campus. These 

new apartments will be called Bob Hope Village 5. 

While the name is not creative, itôs consistent with the 

current villages and we tend to favor tradition.  

  The official groundbreaking for Bob Hope Village 5 

was held March 14 under gorgeous blue skies and 300 

guests and residents attending. Florida Senate Presi-

dent Donald Gaetz served as our guest speaker and 

shared that the Air Force Enlisted Village provides a 

home for surviving spouses of retired military mem-

bers without any federal, state, or local funding.  

  Mr. Gaetz is right. And, the enclosed financial report 

outlines our fiscal responsibility which was recognized 

this year by Charity Navigator, Americaôs largest inde-

pendent charity evaluator, with a 4-star rating, the 

highest possible, for sound fiscal management practic-

es and commitment to accountability and transparency.  

  What we do here at the Air Force Enlisted Village is 

quite marvelous. Our work is only possible because of 

our devoted donors, our supportive board of directors, 

and our dedicated employees and volunteers. We ap-

preciate everyone who cares so much about our resi-

dents and makes our mission possible.  

  Our 20/20 Perfect Vision plan is becoming a reality  

with the construction of Bob Hope Village 5. Con- 

struction crews and equipment rolled in shortly after 

the ground breaking ceremony. From the beeping 

sounds of heavy equipment trucks backing up to the 

bright lights of late night concrete pouring, all of us 

here have become accustomed to the sound of pro-

gress. 

  Construction is moving along as scheduled and eve-

ryone involved continues to impress. Our residents 

have provided input into the design of the apartments 

and many of them take a seat at nearby benches to 

ñsuperviseò the project. The professional staff at Lord 

and Sons keep us all informed of the latest project 

developments with a monthly newsletter, and they 

have been more than happy to meet with residents at 

town hall meetings to provide project updates and 

answer their questions.  

  All 96 apartments at Bob Hope Village 5 are leased. 

Our Admissions Department has done a phenomenal 

job of leasing Bob Hope Village 5 while maintaining 

our 98% occupancy rate at Bob Hope Village and Te-

resa Village. 

  We will eventually say farewell to Teresa Village 

and those residents will make the move to Bob Hope 

Village 5. A year from now, all of our residents will 

call Bob Hope Village home.  We will finally become 

one consolidated community. A one of a kind com-

munity with a kind and caring mission. We look for-

ward to the future and continuing our 20/20 Perfect 

Vision plan.
